Who do trees grow?
They start off as small seeds. Then sunshine, water and soil help them to grow up and up.

Do trees need food to grow? Yes, They make their own food in their leaves. They use energy
from sunshine to turn CO2 from the air and water from the ground into a food called glucose.
This process is called photosynthesis

Why do trees need soil?

So they can spread their roots out. Then they can have a firm base and take in useful
chemicals called nutrients, that help trees to grow.

How do trees make OXYGEN?

Oxygen is what’s left over when trees make their food. They let it out into the air through tiny
holes in their leaves. One tree can make enough oxygen form 10 people.

Where do trees grow?
In cities - In parks - Up hills - In open spaces

They can grow anywhere there ‘s enough air, heat, water and soil.

How many kinds of trees are there?

Over 60,000. There are two main groups. Trees that flower. The flowers turn into fruits with
seeds inside. Trees that don "t flower. Most of them make cones instead, with seeds inside.

Why are some leaves wide and flat?

So they can collect lots of sunlight in the warmer months, to make food and grow. Most wide
leaves then fall off before winter, and the tree rests until spring.

Why are other leaves likelittle needles? So they don’t crumple and die in the cold, harsh
winters. They can’t collect as much sunlight as the bigger, wider leaves...but that’s OK
because they have all year to make food for the tree.
